ÅETC Institute conducted from July 2017 ςMay 2018

Å2 versions -- 1/2 sample (12,500) received each version

ÅAverage time to complete: 25 minutes 

ÅMailed to a statistically representative sample of parents of children ages 0-14; sample 
stratified to ensure results for each county are statistically valid and that all communities 
in the 6-county region are represented

ÅAdministered in both Englishand Spanish

Å41% completed by mail, 59% completed by internet or phone

ÅResults are weighted by zip code to ensure that geographic distribution of the survey
